What do we do with “FAITH ONLY” teaching? 

 Many teach today that “FAITH ONLY” is what saves us from our sins and  

brings us into Christ.  Let’s look a bit at the “faith only” idea from the Bible.–  

 >  Jesus taught that Faith leads to Obedience - Ma+ 7:21 

 >  Jesus taught that Bap�sm must follow Faith for salva�on to  

occur – Mark 16:16 

 >  Peter taught that once you know who Jesus is (faith), you must 

“repent and be bap�zed” to have your sins forgiven – Acts 2:36-39 

 >  Philip was teaching the Ethiopian about Jesus and when he  

wanted to be bap�zed, Philip checked his faith AND bap�zed him. –   

Acts 8:35-38 

 >  Paul told the jailer that he must have FATIH and then he  

IMMEDIATELY bap�zed Him and his family.–Acts 16:30-33 

 >  The STRONG faith, and  accurate knowledge of Apollos & the 12 

Ephesian Disciples was NOT enough. They had bap�sm wrong and needed to be 

taught “the way of God more accurately” and be correctly bap�zed. – Acts 

18:24-19:5 

 >  In Romans, Paul describes Bap�sm as something that they all  

did (Rom 6:3).  When  he later says salva�on is for those who “confess with  your 

mouth Jesus as Lord, and believe in your heart that God raised Him  

from the dead” in ch 10, he is comparing faith to following the Old Testament 

Law, not to being bap�zed. 

 >  James tells us plainly that faith MUST be ac�ve and obedient  

(James 2:14-26) or it is DEAD. It is clear that an obedient, ac�ve faith is not 

“earning salva�on” but rather necessary to please God. (Heb 11:6) 

 >  One of the SIMPLEST and CLEAREST teachings on faith &       

bap�sm is found in Paul’s le�er to the churches in Gala�a (Gal 3:26-28):  

“For you are all sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus.  For all of  

you who were bap�zed into Christ have clothed your selves with Christ.” This 

straighNorward explana�on is EXACTLY what Jesus taught in  

Mark 16:16.   

    - Faith always leads the way and must bring Obedience. 

   - Bap�sm is our 1
st
 step of obedience & completes our  salva�on by: 

             Pu[ng on Christ – Gal 3:27 

             Having our sins forgiven – Acts 2:38 

             Having our sins washed away – Acts 22:16 

            Joining Christ in His death, burial, and resurrec�on-         

                  Rom 6:3-7 

  >  Peter was even more blunt: “...bap4sm now saves you…” 

1Ptr 3:21   

And remember, it is only by God’s Grace that salva�on is even possible:   

“ For by grace you have been saved through faith; and that not of  

yourselves, it is the gi! of God; not as a result of works, so that no one  

may boast.”   Eph 2:8-10
